REGISTRY OF COURT-APPOINTED AND CRIMINAL CONFLICT ATTORNEYS

In order to provide for the requirements of the Eighth Judicial Circuit, with regard to the

Registry of Court-Appointed and Criminal Conflict Attorneys; and

WHEREAS, section 27.40(3)(a), Florida Statutes, provides that the Chief Judge shall

compile a list of attorneys in private practice, by county and by category of cases, and provide

the list to the clerk of court.

WHEREAS, it is necessary to create a system which provides for the orderly appointment

of attorneys from the registry; pursuant to section 27.40, Florida Statutes; now

THEREFORE, it is hereby

ORDERED that:

1. The Administrative Office of the Court, on behalf of the Chief Judge, shall

maintain the registry (the Registry) of attorneys required by section 27.40, Florida Statutes.

2. The Chief Judge shall be responsible for compiling the Registry. The Chief Judge

may consult with Administrative Judges, other member of the judiciary, and members of the bar

as to qualification of applicants.

3. Private attorneys must be on the Registry in order to receive appointments from

the courts. Private attorneys must execute a contract with the Judicial Administrative

Commission in order to be on the Registry.

4. Private counsel shall be appointed from the Registry to represent persons in those

cases in which provision is made for court-appointed counsel when the office of criminal conflict
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
