for Alachua and Levy Counties, Div. 4
The Court on its own motion and being fully advised in the premises, FINDS that a standing Order requiring pre-marking of trial exhibits for Division 4 Criminal Jury Trials is necessary and proper.  Therefore, it is ORDERED and ADJUDGED that:
a. All exhibits intended to be introduced as evidence during criminal jury trials shall be pre-marked for Identification with appropriate evidence labels by the Clerk of Courts, prior to commencement of trial.  
b. For trials in which any party expects a large number of exhibits to be introduced during trial, advance arrangements must be made with the Clerk of Courts to allow for an orderly and timely pre-marking of all exhibits.  Attorneys and parties should plan ahead and make suitable arrangements with the Clerk of Courts to insure adequate advance notice and planning for exhibit identification labels to be affixed.  
c. Attorneys shall not assume that all pre-marking can be accomplished by the Clerk on the morning of trial.  It is the responsibility of the attorneys to see that this is accomplished timely and without inconvenience to the Clerk or the Court.

d. Any special packaging or see-through container needs must be resolved in sufficient time to all the Clerk of Courts to properly mark the exhibit.

e. Proper advance arrangements for any exhibits involving bio-hazards or items prohibited by Court Security are the responsibility of the attorneys.
